Dear Parent of upcoming 6th and 9th grade students:
It is recommended that older students receive the following vaccines:
1.  Hepatitis B vaccine (if not already given)

2. Tdap/Td booster between ages of 11-12 and every 10 years throughout adulthood

3. Meningococcal (meningitis) vaccine at 11-12.  Most colleges are now requiring this – prevents a very serious disease seen on some of our college campuses.

4. HPV (Human Papilloma Virus) vaccine for girls as early as age 11-12 up to age 26.  This vaccine protects against many strains of HPM that cause cervical cancer.

5. Varicella (chickenpox) vaccine – if never had disease, a series of 2.  If had first in early childhood, a booster is now recommended after age of r.

The Wellness Center at your child’s school can provide this to your child preventing the loss valuable education time to go to a doctor’s office.  If you would like for your child to receive this immunization at the Wellness Center, please sign and date the attached consent and return it to the school to our attention and we will begin your child’s series.  We must also have a signed informed consent with medical history, insurance coverage, medications, etc., for the Wellness Center on file.  If you have not completed a full consent packet you will need to do so before we can vaccinate your child.  You may pick up a consent packet from school secretary or at the Wellness Center in the school.
