Standing Orders for the Administration of Hepatitis B Immunizations

An appropriately qualified staff member of the Wellness Center may administer Hepatitis B Immunizations in accordance with the following procedure and standing orders.

· Immunizations will be offered to individuals based on current, accepted medical guidelines for preventive medicine.

· The vaccine will be obtained from an appropriate source (i.e. sponsoring agency, health department, state vaccine program) based on clinic policies and in accordance with the agency providing the vaccine.  Records will be kept and data will be reported in accordance with such policies.

· Students receiving Hepatitis Immunizations through the Wellness Center will have a general consent on file.  Additionally, parents/guardians must complete a specific consent form for the Hepatitis vaccine.

· The series of three injections will be given at the 0, 1, 6 month interval.  The Wellness Center may complete a series already in progress in accordance with medical guidelines.  The student/parent must be able to provide documentation of the previous injections.  If documentation can not be provided, the Wellness Center may offer to restart the series.

· The Wellness Center will provide appropriate communication and documentation to students and parents regarding follow-up for future injections, documentation of the completed series of injections, and information regarding warning signs of systemic reaction to the vaccine.

· In immunocompromised patients, patients with serious active infection, or patients at risk for hemorrhage, the RN will hold the immunization until consulting with the NP or MD.  Immunizations will NOT be given to patients who have had a prior serious reaction to the Hepatitis B vaccine.

· The immunization will be given IM in the deltoid muscle.  Standard dosing guidelines will be followed (pediatric/adolescent 5mcg=0.5ml; adults >20y/o 10mcg=1.0ml).

· The Wellness Center will have BLS certified staff, personal protective equipment (i.e. CPR mask and gloves) and SQ Epinephrine 1:1,000 on site when giving injections.  Students will not be vaccinated unless they will remain in the clinic or in school for at least 30 minutes following the injection.

· In case of an anaphylactic reaction, the staff will support the airway and provide BLS as indicated.  EMS will be activated.  Appropriate staff may administer SQ Epinephrine at the onset of symptoms following these guidelines:

2-6 y/o 0.15 ml

6-12 y/o 0.2 ml

adults 0.3 ml

Repeat the dose as needed Q10 min

     Appropriately qualified staff may also obtain IV access with NS or LR as a KVO rate.
